o GPA calculation for admission — Lake Forest College accepts the GPA on the MCC transcript for students transferring
directly from MCC and having not attended additional institutions. For students transferring from MCC who have
previously attended additional institutions, Lake Forest College will recalculate student GPA based on all credits taken

at all institutions.
